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As any of you that have read anything by Max Lucado knows, he is a wonderful and gifted writer.  This book will only serve to enforce that belief.  Here the author takes the simple verse of John 3:16 and simply expounds on it word by word.  And when I say simply, I mean that on more than one level.


Chapter by chapter Mr. Lucado uses simple illustrations and allegory to bring to life the many implications of these words: “For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son that whosoever believes in Him will not perish but have everlasting life.”  I learned it as a small child, understood it as a young adult, but now have been re-introduced to it in wonderful way.


Not only is the text of the book enlightening and meaningful but the author has included at the end short devotionals that are to be read over a period of 40 days.  Because I am writing a review a week, I read all 40 of them at the same time.  I would encourage you to take your time and spread them out as he suggests.  The devotionals are like dessert after a great meal:  They enhance an already wonderful experience.
