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On January 18, 1989 Don Piper was killed in an automobile accident.  His life gets pretty interesting after that.  You may have read of “life after death” experiences, but this one is a little different.  First, he was dead for more than just a few seconds or minutes.  His pulse was checked by paramedics over a 90 minute time span and each time he had no pulse and the paramedics said he was dead.

But also, his recovery from his extensive injuries is as amazing.  Whether you believe he was actually dead or not, God’s hand is so evident in the next couple of years that the story would be worth reading even if he had not died and gone to heaven.  We see the effect of fervent prayer, the miraculous healings when doctors said it couldn’t, or shouldn’t happen, and the love of friends and family.  In fact, for me, the story of the faith, determination, and intense love of those surrounding the author is rope that ties all the other parts together.

One thing that the book will make you realize is that just because we don’t understand the “whys” of God’s work in the ups and downs of our life, it doesn’t negate His work nor His desire that we work with Him through it.  Serve God faithfully in all circumstances.  Whatever our struggles on this earth, Heaven is going to be well worth it.
