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I told you that I would read several types of book as long as there was some aspect of Christianity involved.  True to my promise I have read an historical Christian Romance.  No kidding.  Surprisingly, because I have never read this genre in the past, I enjoyed it.  It was like watching a Hallmark Channel movie, only without the video.  That wasn’t a bad thing as it forced my mind to build images of the people and landscape.

Fortunately for me, Kim Vogel Sawyer is a very good writer.  While I did feel that she wrapped the story a little too quickly, her vivid descriptions allowed me to build a quaint Mennonite town populated with a variety of characters.  


The story, itself was interesting.  Basically, a young lady left her Mennonite roots and fled to the big city with the love of her life only to have tragedy strike.  Her father turns away her plea for help and many years pass without contact.  A death in the community brings the heroine home, along with her grown daughter, and we get to see God’s hand very involved as the story unfolds.


The character’s relationship with God is what sets the story apart. While it contains all the elements of a mystery and a love story, God’s involvement is very much a part of decisions and interaction.  While I usually think of romance novels as “brain candy”, I will have to say that if romance is your chosen sugar, this is pretty good candy. And…it is the first book of the authors “Summerfield Trilogy” and our library has all three.  Enjoy.
