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I’ve liked Mike Huckabee since the first time I heard him speak while he was running for the Republican nomination for president.  His speeches were simple, straight-forward, and conservative.  This book is written in that same style.  


The author begins with a crisis on the day he was to take office as the governor of Arkansas.  The former governor had resigned due to a felony conviction but on this day, just moments before Lt. Governor Huckabee was to be sworn in, he rescinded his resignation.  This was probably the defining moment in Gov. Huckabee’s first term.  His leadership ability was on the line and he handled it true to the title of the book:  With Character.

The author tells of many occasions in which character played an important part.  It was interesting to me to see the crossroads at the time of each decision and the ramifications that a Godly character had on the outcomes.  Gov. Huckabee does a fine job of explaining the through processes behind such time.

The book is not too long and easy to read so if you are looking for a “behind-the-scenes” account of politics and faith, this is a good one.
