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I wasn’t just surprised at what I read in this book; I was shocked!   I am repulsed at some of the beliefs espoused by these supposedly Godly men and women. And I fear for their many, many listeners who have bought into their un-Biblical teachings.   What are the things that caused my reaction?

* Christians should never get sick and when they do it is because of sin and when they are not healed it is because of lack of faith.  No exceptions.


* We should never say “ if it be Your will”  or “your will be done” in our prayers. That shows a lack of faith.


* If we physically speak something it will come to pass.  This applies to receiving whatever material things we want or, negatively, causing bad things to happen.


* Jesus was rich and so was His disciples.


* The Jews didn’t reject Jesus as their Messiah, He rejected them.


* God cannot work anything on the earth without our permission and He is bound by our faith to do whatever we say.

Honest.  I am not making this stuff up.  These (and many other unscriptural doctrines) are preached and taught by such famous personalities as John Hagee, Kenneth Copeland, Kenneth Hagin, Creflo Dollar, Joyce Meyer, Benny Hinn, Joel Osteen, T. D. Jakes, Rod Parsley, Paul Crouch, Paula White and several others.  While not all of these preach all of the unsound doctrines I mentioned, each takes much liberty with scripture; twisting and bending it to meet whatever flights of fancy they wish to take.  


I was particularly disappointed by several beliefs taught by Joel Osteen.  Osteen seems to have the ear of the nation right now, even among conservative Christians.  But did you know that he lives in a huge house and drives big cars because he and his wife quit speaking negatively about ownership and began to speak the words of victory about possessing the house and cars?  God was then bound to honor their words.  You can read his very words for yourself.  His view of faith seems to be that we have faith in our faith, not faith in God.  He also has some strange ideas about the physical bloodline and its effects on our lives from generation to generation.

  One of the things that impressed me with Mr. Hanegraaff was the extensive documentation of what he writes.  The bibliography is 70 pages long.  What the author claims he backs up with facts.  Also, the author doesn’t just spell out the wrong-mindedness of the doctrines, his last chapter is an excellent discourse on how to study the Bible correctly and how to apply the basic truths you discover to you own life.  

If you follow any of the teachings of these people, or know someone else that does, please read this book.  Teachings such as these do not need to go unchallenged.
