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If you are familiar at all with the study “Experiencing God” you will recognize Henry Blackaby’s name.  This book is actually based on the principles put forth in that study.  There is one big difference, however.  The book is designed to put the principles in a more accessible format and to allow some personal examples and analogies from both Henry and his son, Richard.


The authors do a wonderful job explaining both how and when God speaks to His people.  Whether you already have a good grasp on prayer, Bible study, and relationships as they are concerned with God’s voice in your life or if you are just beginning to search for those principles of interaction with Him, the book will meet your needs.  

One thing that I especially liked was that there are plenty of Biblical references for the facts put forth.  While some writers will simply make an “I believe this” statement, the Blackabys back things up with scripture.  That is of great importance in subjects such as this.


The bottom line is that if you are sincerely wanting to hear God’s voice, read this book.  While it is not a difficult read, it does take some time and thought to soak up these wonderful principles.  You won’t want to rush through this one.
