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OK.  I cheated.  This is the January Bible Study Book so I had to read it.  But I did read another book at the same time so I will give a review of this for those of you that have not yet read it.


First, it is a simple book. By that I mean that even the deep theological aspects of the book of Exodus are handled in simple, straightforward language.  Explanations are readily understandable on a surface level.  If you want a deeper understanding of some things, further reading is required.  

The average reader will receive ample reward on two counts:  One, the simplicity of the texts.  Two, being a “study book” there are many Learning Activities that will help the reader apply some of the lessons learned by causing you to think about present day, personal situations that may correspond to the actions/reactions of the Hebrew nation during the exodus.

The only real problem is in the amount of information covered.  The book of Exodus is a lengthy book and the textbook could only cover so much if the reader is to study and discuss it in only four nights.  There may be incidences in Exodus of interest to the reader that the book does not touch upon.  Again, further reading would be required.  But perhaps this will be an encouragement for people to dig deeper on their own.
Overall the book is at least a good primer on the story of the Exodus and at best a beginning place to whet the readers appetite for a deeper study.
