I dare say that every parent has had this parable touch their life in some way.  For some, it was some small rebellion on the part of a child.  For many it was a serious, life-changing crisis.

“I hate you.”


“I’m living with my girlfriend.”


“I’m gay.”


“I don’t want any part of church or religion.”


Regardless of where you may be in your relationship with that prodigal child, this book is for you.  H. Norman Wright writes from personal experience and that is always a plus in relationship type books.  He’s been where a lot of us have been and further than most.  His experience and his wisdom can be a blessing to any who go through the pain and heartache of a rebellious child.


The author speaks to the ways to address the relationship with your child and ways to help heal.  But he also deals with the personal feelings and doubts that each parent experiences.


“Where did I go wrong?”


“What could I have done better?”


“Did I cause this; Is it my fault?”


“Am I a bad parent?”


While the book may not answer every question nor give easy answers to the many problems, I believe that it is a must read for any parent with that “prodigal child”.
