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This book was published almost 14 years ago.  That doesn’t make it irrelevant.  In fact, it makes it more interesting.  As you look at the list of what the author calls the five greatest lies of the century, I think you’ll agree.

1. America was never a Christian nation.

2. The traditional family is irrelevant.

3. Evolution is an established scientific fact.

4. The sexual revolution has set humanity free.

5. Entertainment is harmless.

See what I mean?  Every lie is still being set forth as truth.  Now here is why I think this book is so interesting:  Not only does it set the record straight, as you read the book, knowing that it was written in 1995, you can fast-forward to the present and actually see the results of believing in those lies!  Then, you can look at the future and see what will continue to happen if we do not prevent these lies from being spread as truth.

This whole book is relevant and interesting and I think you’ll be hard-pressed to put it down.  Each section is powerful and illuminating.  The author addresses such topics as the separation of church and state, children in crisis because of the deterioration of the family, the “missing link”, abortion and homosexualism, as well as media myths.
