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I wish every church member would read this book.  Allan Taylor is the Minister of Education at First Baptist Church of Woodstock, Georgia.  The church has grown from an average attendance of 2,500 to 5,000 in only 13 years.  When you see those numbers you are likely to dismiss the book because we are so much smaller.  Don’t do that.


The principles set forth by the author are true in every church because the underlying truth is this:  Sunday School is all about people.  Each core value in the book focuses on people.  I’ve heard a statement about teenagers that is tongue-in-cheek, yet true.  It says that teenagers like to be different, just like all the other teenagers.  Well, people are different in Woodstock, Georgia exactly like they are different in Bluff Park, Alabama.  Therefore, the principles of Sunday School effectiveness (and that means growth) are the same here, for our smaller church, as they are for that mega-church. Why?  They focus on people.


This book highlights the principles that are historically effective.  In one form or another I’ve heard all five since I began pastoring almost 25 years ago.  I believe that when you read the book and look at the core values, you’ll agree that it is not only something we could do…it is something we should be doing.  And then we will accomplish something wonderful.  As I always say:  Every Sunday School ought to grow!
