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I have heard Dr. Jeremiah preach in person on several occasions and admire him greatly.  This book is very well written and documented, just as I would have expected from him.  If you are a student of Biblical prophecy you’ll find lot’s of useful information.  I do have a “sticky” point with the book, however.


There is not much, if any, new information here.  I found no new insights to the fulfillment of prophecy.  While it is good that Dr. Jeremiah put these 10 things together in one book, I have read and heard of them before (though he does update some of the facts and figures).

Dr. Jeremiah’s book is a compilation of a sermon series he preached and he takes a couple of jabs as us preachers who do not spend much time in our preaching efforts to focus on the “end times” and their signs.  I agree that the signs are important to point us toward the urgency of evangelizing the world, but I disagree that the minute details of such signs are important. I guess I am more of a “general” prophecy advocate than a “specific” prophecy advocate.

Are we nearer to the Lord’s second coming than we were a generation ago? Certainly!  Should we be watchful for that return? Yes.  But in some ways, a too-specific series of prophecies could actually lead to a sense of complacency.  If several specific things must happen before His return and only some of them have been completed, then why rush?


But, again, those of you who truly enjoy studying signs of the end of times and of prophecy being fulfilled as we live, this is a wonderful book.  Check it out of our library and read it. In fact, should you ask me specific questions of certain prophecies, I’ll probably point you to Dr. Jeremiah’s book.
