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I will start by saying two things:  First, this book is not for the “light” reader.  Secondly, every Christian would benefit from reading it.  Like I’ve said before, my attention span when reading is not very long.  Books that have “small print and large words” are difficult for me.  This was one of those books.  However, let me hasten to say that it was one of the best I’ve read lately.  It is a good book for several reasons.


One, it is a book that successfully answers certain charges made by atheists about the “believability” of many Christian claims, especially when it come to the topic of faith.  The author does a great job of pointing out the amount of faith required to be an atheist.  Next, it exposes several myths espoused in history concerning the church’s persecution of scientists at various times. I read with great interest the falsehoods propagated by popular thought about Galileo’s harsh treatment by the church in regard to his stand on the sun being the center of the universe. Because it was always what I’d heard, I assumed it was true.  Not so!

Also, the book is good because of the amount of material covered.  The author addresses almost all arguments a Christian may hear in his or her lifetime.  He leaves very little, if anything, out.  Let me give you a sample of the chapter titles to show the all-encompassing nature of the book:  Chapter Three – God Is Not Great; The Atheist Assault on Religion.  Chapter Four – Miseducating the Young: Saving Children From Their Parents.  Chapter Eight – The Theological Roots of Science.  Chapter Ten – The Atheist Fable: Reopening the Galileo Case.  Chapter Thirteen – Evolution and the Argument from Design.  Cahpter Nineteen – A Liscense to Kill: Atheism and the Mass Murders of History.  Chapter 24 – The Problem of Evil: Where Is Atheism When Bad Things Happen?

I could go on.  Is the book difficult to read? For average readers like myself I would say yes.  Is it worth the effort to read it? If you are sincere about defending your beliefs and spreading your faith, then absolutely.  Take the time.
